Join the Diocese of New Jersey as we study the foundations of the Christian faith alongside prominent Christian thinkers, pastors, and teachers from the Episcopal Church and other traditions. This series of eight videos, moderated by the Rev. Kije Mugisha-Rwamasirabo and the Rev. Canon Dr. Kara Slade, traces a basic outline of Christian theology from God to Scripture to the Christian life.

Each video is approximately 20 minutes long, suitable for adult formation groups or for individuals and families to watch on their own.
