Defining terms

There are several groups of people, who are included in the common use of the word “refugee.” Here are some of the categories.

Refugee is a legal term for someone who is fleeing persecution, war, violence, and/or climate disaster; who comes to the United States through the agency of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR).
SIV (Special Immigrant Visa) status of the USCIS (United States Citizen and Immigration Services, an agency of US Department of Homeland Security) has been offered to those who worked with US forces in Afghanistan as translators or interpreters. 
Priority 2 or P2 Direct Access Program for Afghans is for those, who worked for the US government, US-based nongovernmental agencies, or American news organizations.
Humanitarian Parolee status refers to those who had not completed the SIV application process, when they left Afghanistan. They can apply for SIV status or for asylum, while they are here.
Asylum Seeker is someone who comes to the US border, whose request for sanctuary has yet to be processed
